He used to wake up early as 4.30 or 5 in morning and take a bath with 
cold water. No matter how the weather was Be it winter, summer, Monsoon. He 
would bath with cold water only. When he shifted to Vadodara, The Vadnagara 
Nagar Mandal Mumbai gifted him an Idol of Shiva. He gifted Maninivas room for 
using for all the Nagars. The time he was shifted to Vadodara he could hardly see 
as he had some catract problem which could not be solved due to some reason so 
he used to sense if someone was around and due to age, his hearing ability was 
very low, so he used to sit beside the TV and with full volume listen to the news 
on Doordarshan. Babumama told me that after I go, I am going to gift this idol to 
you, as you are a pure soul and take care of it. He did not want to be dependent 
on anyone so he did not let us cook food for him, he used to call for a Tiffin and 
eat from that he liked to drink his tea piping hot, as if it just get down from the 
stove, even a minute's delay, he would not have the same saying ‘it’s cold’.
